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FORWARD:

Rust can be prevented! At the time of this writing the newest car I own
is 9 years old. 1 live in Northeast Ohio, an area that uses nothing but
salt on it's roads. My main car is a 1965 Corvair Convertible, and it is
driven everyday to work, winter and summer, about 40 miles a day.

My wife drives a 1969 Chevy Van. Both auto's have been undercoated

with my secret formula, and it works! At present both vehicles should
last many more years if treated properly, and we are not planning to
replace them for at least a couple years.

SUGGESTIONS

An air compressor makes the job easier. They can usually be rented for
$10-$15 a day (one HP or larger). Spray guns for undercoating can also
be rented. A paint brush will do a fair job but you can't force paint
into the seams and inside doors and other portions of unitized bodies.

1 use a cheap ($10-$30) spray gun made for spraying and sandblasting.

It spits the paint out with lots of Overspray but works well enough. I
use 100# pressure and extend the nozzle with a plastic hose to get inside
doors, rocker panels, etc..
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
